What the Church forbids is anything which 
diminishes the dignity of the human body 
or reflects a disbelief in the Resurrection of 
our bodies which we believe will happen no 
matter where we are resting. 
Specifically, the Church prohibits the 
scattering of cremated remains into the air 
or the sea, the dividing of the remains 
among family and friends, keeping the 
remains at home or doing anything with the 
human remains of a loved one which lacks 
religious dignity. 
The Church requires that the cremated 
remains of a person be buried in a 
cemetery grave or kept in a place designed 
for this purpose – a Columbarium. 
At Regina Pacis Basilica we are blessed to 
have a Columbarium in St. Joseph Chapel 
in the lower level of our beautiful Basilica.  
“To bury the Deceased” has always been a 
Catholic work of mercy.  We are happy to 
offer this dignified and beautiful Chapel to 
all.
