The unfolding of the story of 
the sexual abuse of minors which has taken place, is not only 
here, but in countries all over the world.  
       We see the most news  reports about the United States, 
and they are bad enough. We cannot pin blame or point fingers or claim to 
know the answers to the many question s this has raised, but we must not 
forget that innocent children became victims and many still suffer from the 
memories of what took place even many years ago.  
       Fortunately, our Diocese has init iated programs to help victims of abuse 
and to help prevent abuse from happening again. In fact, since the Diocesan 
prevention programs were introduced 17 years ago, no more than two cases 
of abuse of a minor by a Priest or Deac on have been reported in our Diocese. 
One case is more than enough, but at least we can say that our programs are 
working.  
       The media will go into much detail because they love the sins of the 
Church, but we do not need to add to the horror story. What we should do 
instead is offer our prayers to Our Lady, who is the Mother of all, for healing 
and help.  
       We need to pray also for the leaders of the C hurch so they can vigorously 
rid the Church of these crimes. We need  to pray for the victims of abuse of 
every kind that our Blessed Mother w ill help them to heal these horrible 
wounds.  
       There are many painful stories involved, and some yet to be told. Please 
pray that people can be healed and be  at peace with themselves, the Church 
and their loving God.

Before going to Confession: Recall your sins (examination of conscience).  
Prayerfully ask yourself what you have done with full knowledge and full consent against 

God’s and the Church’s commandments. 
  
 
How to go to Confession: 
  
♦ Introduction: When you come before the priest, begin by making the Sign of the Cross 

(praying the words out loud),  and continue, "Bless me, Father, I have sinned. It has 
been _____ since my last confession. These are my sins...”  

 
♦ Confession: List the sins you have committed that came to mind when doing your 

examination of conscience. 
 
♦ Penance: The priest will suggest something for you to do or pray as a response to God’s 

mercy. You’ll have to remember what this is and do it after the confession is over, so pay 
attention. 

 
♦ Contrition: The priest will then ask you to pray your “Act of Contrition,” demonstrating 

your sorrow for your sins. This needs to be prayed out loud for the priest to hear. 
 
♦ Absolution: The priest will extend his hands in your direction and he will pray the Prayer 

of Absolution: “God, the Father of Mercies, through the death and resurrection of his Son, 
has reconciled the world to himself and sent the Holy Spirit among us for the forgiveness of 
sins. Through the ministry of the Church, may God grant you pardon and peace. And I 
absolve you from your sins in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Spirit. Amen.” You respond: Amen 

 
♦ Conclusion: The priest will then likely say something like, “God has freed you from your 

sin. Go in Peace.” To which you can respond: “Thanks be to God.” 
  
Don’t forget to do your penance. If it is saying certain prayers, it’s best to do it right away in 
the church.
